We invite submissions from fields as disparate as, but not restricted to, archaeology, 

architecture, history, social sciences and urban studies so long as they pertain to the above 

specified themes. The deadline for abstract submissions is April 15, 2011. Full papers are 

expected by August 31, 2011. We expect to publish a post-conference final publication. You 

can look at attached file for further information.
